Cross the Nile and continue to the Karnak Temple Complex, the huge wonder of ancient Egyptian
architecture. Bein awe of its great hypostyle hall with towering columns, the sacred lake, and the exquisite
carvings that reflect the grandeur of the New Kingdom era.

Stroll along the imposing colonnades and learn about its significance in
ancient religious and ceremonial traditions.
