The
monastery has towering walls built after the sixth barbarian raid in 817, 11 meters high and two and a half
meters wide, as well as a palace used for hospitality and two lighthouses.

Then you will visit the Monastery of Saint Bishoy, one of the largest archaeol ogical monasteriesin the
history of the Coptic Orthodox Church in the late 4th century AD. On this day you will also explore Wadi El
Syrian, it isone of the four surviving monasteriesin Wadi Natrun enjoy a delicious lunch, and then be
transferred to your hotel in Alexandria.
